Fair Housing Rights... 

You need to know how you are protected and 

what to do if you believe you have been discrimi-

nated against. This brochure explains your hous-

ing rights and tells you how to file a complaint if 

your rights have been violated. 

The Prince William County Human Rights Ordi-

nance promotes and enforces local, state and 

federal fair housing throughout the County. 

The County’s Human Rights Office investigates 

complaints on the basis of race, color, religion, 

national origin, sex, disability, age, marital, 

familial status, gender identity, sexual orientation 

and source of income.

(These are called protected classes). Some 

examples of discrimination are: 

• “No kids” policies

• Evicting people of color

• Discrimination against

individuals who need

support animals

• Discrimination against

individuals in wheelchairs

• Discrimination against

interracial couples and
same sex couples

• Refusing to rent to you

because of your age (too

young or too old).  Senior living communities are 
exempt from this policy.

• Gender discrimination

• Refusing to rent to individuals with AIDS

• Refusing to rent to mentally challenged individuals

• Refusing to rent to pregnant women

PROTECTION UNDER THE LAW 
THE FAIR HOUSING ACTS
The Fair Housing Acts prohibits discrimination in housing because of:

• Race or Color
• National Origin
• Religion
• Sex
• Familial status (including children

under the age of 18 living with 
parents or legal custodians; pregnant 
woman and people securing custody 
of children under 18)

• Disability
• Sexual Orientation
• Gender Identity
• Marital Status
• Source of Income
• Status as a Veteran

• Your name and address
• The name and address of the

person you are complaining
against (the respondent)

• The address or other identification
of the housing involved

The Fair Housing Acts 
owner-occupied building
