Disaster Preparedness Tips

1. Determine your risk - Assess all possible natural disasters, hazards and
emergencies by visiting FEMA here.

2. Make a plan - Determine what is needed to prepare and recover from natural
disasters, by visiting PWCgov.org, and ReadyNOVA.org, or Ready.gov, and other
reliable sources. And don't forget the animals in your care!

3. Make a supply kit - Create a disaster supply kit that will allow you to stay in
place or for use after evacuating from an unsafe structure to a safe location.

4. Practice - Review your plan regularly, refresh supplies and identify at least two
exit routes from your home or neighborhood to a designated meeting place for your
employees and family.

5. Take Shelter - Taking shelter is critical in times of disaster.

6. Stay informed - Sign up for PWC alerts, stay tuned to local radio, TV and NOAA
Weather Radio. For official updates and critical lifesaving weather information, visit
here.
