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This preserve is the first wetlands bank 
in Northern Virginia approved by the 
U.S. Army Corps of Engineers.  This wet-
lands bank provides a valuable alterna-
tive to wetlands mitigation requirements 
for projects permitted by the Corps in 
Northern Virginia.  The bank is a ±227 
acre parcel of land that will be preserved 
in perpetuity by a recorded conservation 
easement, containing over 217 acres of 
created and preserved wetlands, 10 
acres of upland buffers and almost 2 
miles of nature trails.  Pods 1 and 2 were 
built in the last half of 1995, the other 
pods were constructed in the last half of 
1997.  Wetlands mitigation banks are 
areas of constructed, restored, or pre-
served wetlands consisting of quantified 
value units termed “credits” that can be 
purchased by developers in advance of 
anticipated wetlands losses due to con-
struction activities.
